Course Details 

What you earn: 
Once you have completed all of the 
requirements, you will earn a life 
time certification as an Open Water 
SCUBA Diver. This 60ft certification 
will allow you to continue through 
the other levels of recreational diving 
and specialties such as: 
Advanced Open Water Diver, Search 

and Recovery, Photography and 
more! 

How to sign up: 
Real simple! If you are IATSE 478, call 
and LET THEM KNOW YOU WANT IN!!   
 
Everyone else - Go to 
diveandrescue.org,  pay your deposit 
to receive your books - Print out and 
complete the medical questionnaire 
& bring to class with you 
   
Once you have your books, complete 
the 5 easy chapter Knowledge 
Reviews. Those will need to be 
completed prior to class and turned 
in during class.  
 
The entire process usually takes 4 
days- 1 classroom day, 1 pool day and 
four dives over two days.  
 
You will need to have your personal 
equipment which can be purchased 
the day of class at our shop.
